  No duplicates, traced or computer images. 
2. Submit the entry on white paper 8 1/2” x 11” horizontally. Larger sizes are unacceptable. 
3. Students must sign the front of the artwork, as we are displaying all entries in our building. 
4. You may use pencil, ink, colored pencils, crayons, or magic markers.   
  NOTE:  Selected artwork may be reproduced in black and white. 
5. Do not fold the entry. 
6. All entries must fill out this entry form and paper clip to artwork—do not use staples! 
7. Schools should mail all entries in one envelope / package if possible. 
8. The deadline for entries is April 16, 2010. 
9. You will be notified in May if your artwork is selected. 
10. All entries will be retained by NESC, solely for purposes of display at the regional service 

center in Mt. Iron. 
11. Entries that do not adhere to the contest rules will not be considered for the calendar.
